Visit a local waterway this summer and with luck you’ll see 
streamkeepers taking surface water quality samples as part 
of the RDN’s Community Watershed Monitoring Network 
(CWMN).  Comprised of 13 volunteer groups from Deep Bay to 
Cedar-Yellow Point, the CWMN includes a total of 62 
monitoring sites in 22 watersheds. 

With the dedicati on of volunteer stewards and the support 
of key stakeholders the program, which started in 2011, has 
been a conti nued success!
