2019 RDN Water Stewardship Rebates 
are now open! Help conserve and protect 
our shared resource and save money 
through rainwater harvesti ng practi ces, 
by increasing the water effi  ciency of your 
garden, or by upgrading your well and 
having your well water tested.

Rainwater Harvesti ng: Rainwater harvesti ng is the collecti on 
and storage of rainwater directed from roofi ng and can be 
used for non-potable applicati ons, like irrigati on, or potable 
use with added treatment. Eligible RDN residents can receive 
up $750 for the installati on or additi on of 1000 imperial gallons 
of rainwater storage.

Irrigati on Upgrades & Soil Improvements: Increase the 
watering effi  ciency of pre-existi ng irrigati on systems or upgrade 
the quality of your garden soil, compost, or mulch. Eligible RDN 
residents can receive up to $475 for irrigati on upgrades and/or 
50% off  garden soil improvements up to $100. Receive a $100 
bonus rebate for completi ng both irrigati on and soil upgrades.  

Well Head Upgrades & Well Water Testi ng: Help protect the 
quality of our shared groundwater resource by ensuring your 
well meets current best practi ces and by having your well 
water tested. Eligible RDN residents can receive up to $650 for 
wellhead upgrades or up to $500 for the closure of any unused 
well. 50% off  (up to $150) a full spectrum water quality analysis 
is available to RDN well-owners.
