PURPOSE

To constder a development permit application for a proposed 10 lot subdivision for property within the
Watercourse Protection and Inland Island Highway Development Permit Areas and 1o consider 4 request
to relax the minimum 10% perimeter frontage requirement for one of the proposed lots,

BACKGROUND

The Electoral Area Planning Commttee referred this application back to staff at the meeting held on June
22, 2004. However, as a result of receiving a delegation from the applicant’s agent H. 5ims at the July
13, 2004 Board Meeting, the Board approved a resolution to bring this application back to the Board for
consideration vnce a Preliminary Layout Approval (PILA) was issued by the Ministry of Transpuriation,
The PLA has now been issued and is attached { ree Aftachment No. 4).

This is an application tor a development permit and a request Lo relax the 10% penmeter frontage
requiremnent for 1 lot within a 10 ot subdivision that is proposed lor & property located adjacent to the
Inland Tsland Highway within the Electoral Arca *G’ and legally described as Lot A, Block 1438, Flan
VIP64704 and Proposed Closed Road, Plan 742, Both of Nanoosc Uistrict and (see Attachment No. I for
location of parent parcel}). The subdivision will be accessed from Coldwater Road off Church Road,

Surreunding uses include the E & N Railway and the City of Parksville to the north; indusirial zoned
property Lo the east; the E & N Railway, Inland Island Highway, and rural zoned property to the south;
and the inland Island Highway and rural zoned property to the west. [t is noted that the City of Parksville
community water source 13 1pcated to the north of the subject property.

The subject property is currently zoned Rural { {(RU1) and is within Subdivision Distnct *1¥ pursuant to
the Regional District of Nanaimo Land Use and Subdivision Bylaw No. 500, 1987. The applicant is
proposing to subdivide the portion of the parent parcel between the E & N Railway rights-of-way mnie 9
parcels with the remaimnder as the 10" parcel. All parcels are proposed to be greater than the 2.0 ha
minimumn paicel size, therefore meeting the minimum parcel size requirement (see Schedule No. 2 for
proposed subdivision). Fach proposed parcel would be able to support 2 dwelling units.

In addition to the zoming, a portion of the parent parcel is designated within the Watercourse Protection
and Inland 1sland Highway Development Permut Areas pursuant to the French Creck Official Community
Plan Bylaw No. 1115, 1998, As the proposed subdivision devclopment does not meet the exemption
provisions of these development petrnit arcas, a developmant permit is required.

The new parcels are proposed Lo be served by individual private septic disposal systems and private water
wells,

In addition, the applicant has also petitioned the Regional District to be included within a local service
area for management of storm water associated with the proposed development.

10% Minimum Frontage Reguirement

Proposed Lot 3, as shown on the plan of subdivision as submitted by the applicant, does not meet the
minimum 10% perimeter frontage requirement pursuant 10 section 944 of the Local Government Act.
The requested fontage for proposed Lot 5 is as follows:

Therefore, as propesed Lot § does not meet the minimum 10% parcel frontage requirement pursuant to
section 944 of the Lecal Government Act, approval of the Regional Board of Directors is required.

Application Information Submitted

As part of the proposal, the applicant has submitted the following information i addition to the proposed
plan of subdivision:

= Storm Water Management Report, prepared by Park City Engincering Lid,, Juna 9, 2004

The applicant is also proposing to register section 219 covenants with respect to the following:

= providing protective covenant for the portion of Rommey Creek which crosses the subject
property {Proposed Lots 8 and 9);

=  providing a 30-metre wide covenant to provide a vegetative buffer next to the Inland lsland
Highway;

» restricting permitted uses ineluding agriculture, aquaculture, and produce stand; anmimals to
household pets only;

= restricting silviculnure to 2 maximum 50% of each parcel only; and

» yestricting future ovwmers to comply with recommendations as outlined in the Hydrogeological
Report.

Comments from the City Parksville

The subdivision application was referred to the City of Parksville for cemment by the Provincial
Approving Officer.  The City has submutted comrnents to the Approving Officer and copied this
information to the RDN for information {see Attackment No. 2}, The City has numercus concerns about
the possible impacts the subdivision may have on ground water, storm water, and the City water supply,
The majority of these comments will be considered by the Approving Officer; however, the applicant has
provided a Hydrogeologic Study in support of the application, which was copied to the RDN and City of
Parksville together with a reply that is attached. (see Attachment No. 3} The applicant has indicated that
they have addressed sl of the concerns necessary for the subdivision to be considered for approval.

ALTERNATIVES

1. To approve the request for the relaxation of the minimum 10% frontage requirement for proposed Lot
5 and approve the development permit application as submitted, subject to Schedule Nos. 1 and 2.
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2. To deny relaxation of the minimum 0% frontage requirement and lthe development permit application
as submitled and provide staff with further direction.

WATERCOURSE PROTECTION IMPLICATIONS

The French Creek Official Community Plan Bylaw No. 1115, 1998 designates portions of the subject
property within the Watcrcowrse Development Permit Areas, specifically for the protection of Rormney
Creel. The applicant has offered to register a protective covenant as measured £5.0 metres trom the
natural boundary of the watercourse, which corresponds with the development permit guidelines. The
covenant will include restrictions prohibiting the removal of vegetation, the placement of buildings or
structures, placement of soils, or any alteration of the land by man.

INLAND ISLAND HIGHWAY PROTECTION IMPLICATIONS

With respect to the Inland Islund Highway Development Permit Area, the applicant has offered 1o register
a protective covenant tor the purposes of retaining the existing vegetation and restricting burldimgs or
structures within the buffer area. It is noted that there ure existng gas and hydro statutory rights-of-way
crossing the subject property adjacent to the Inland Island Highway, which cannot be vegetated. This
covenant is in keeping in the Vancouver Island Intand Island Highway Implementation Agreement and
will meet the guidehines of the development pernit.

FRONTAGE RELAXATION IMPLICATIONS

With respact to the raquest for relaxation of the frentage requirement for proposed Lot 3, this parcel 15
proposed to be located on the cul-de-sac portion of the proposed road. Despite the reduced frontage for
this parcel, buildable site arzas will be available to support the intended uses. With respect to access,
Ministry of Transportation staff has indicated that access to the proposed parcel will meet Minjstry
standards and therefore, have no concerns at this time with this request for relaxation of the minimum
10% frontage.

STORMWATER MANAGEMENT IMPLICATIONS

With respect to the storm water management proposal as submitied by the applicant’s agent, the proposal
includes the construction of a storm water management svstem consisting of interceptor ditches and
detention ponds system which would be designed to reduce post development flows to pre development
flow levels. The applicant was mitially proposing to include the proposed storm water works in a
Statutory Right-of-Way, to be granted to the Ministry of Transportation however now s intending to
petition the Regional District to request that a Local Drajnage Service Area be established. This would
mvolve the Regional Board's consideration of establishment and service area bylaws.

Staff would atso recormmend that if the parent parcel is included in a focal service area for drainage, the
proposed storm water management system be subject to engineering specifications and design acceptable
to the RDN Manager of Engincening and Utilities. Staff has discussed the proposal with the City ol
Parksville staff, and while the City has advised the Provincial Approving Officer of nummerous congerns,
City staff acknowledzes that if the subdivision does proceed, a drainage local service arca would provide
for better management of the proposed development. if the Board does not authorize the establishment of
a Local Dranage Service Area the applicant would have to design altermative works that zre accepiable to
the Ministry of Transportation or consider developing a bare land strata subdivision.

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SUMMNARY

This is a request to refax the minimum 10% perimeter frontage requirernent for 1 proposed parcel as part
of a 10-lot subdivision proposal. This is also a request for a development permit to facilitate a 10-lot
subdivision proposal within the designated Watercourse Protection and Inland Island Highway
Development Permit Areas.  Ministry of Transportation staft has indicated that the Ministry has no
objection to the request for the proposed minimum 10% perimeter frontage relazation. The reduced
frontage will not negatively impact buildable site areas within the proposed parcel.

Due to the close proximity to the City of Parkaville Community Water source, the applicant has offered to
restrict some of the land uses currently permitted under the Rural 1 zone such as the keeping of animals
restricted to houschold pets, agriculture, aquaculture, and produce stand uses.

With respect to the Watercoursc Protection Development Permit Area, the applicant has offered to
register a protective covenant over Rorancy Creek and its adjacent riparian area, therefore meeting the
applicable development permit guidelines. With respect to the Inland Island Highway Development
Permit Area, the applicant has offered (o provide a covenant restricting removal of vegetation and the
placement of buildings ot structures within the 30-metre wide strip. Therefore, the guidelines of this
development permit arca can be met.

‘Therefore, in consideration of the applicanls’ c¢oncurrence to provide covenznls for the protection of
Romney Creek, to restrict tand uses which reduce the potential for a possible negative impact on the
nearby City of Parksville community water source; and to protect the removal of vegetation from the
Inland Island Highway buffer area, staff recommends Alternative No. 1, to approve refaxation of the
minimum 10% perimeter frontage for the proposed new parcels and to approve the development permut
subject to Schedule Nos. | and 2.

RECOMMENDATION

That the request, submitied by Fern Road Consuliing T.td., on behall of Forevergreen Properties Ltd., to
allow the creation of a subdivision within the Watercourse Protection and Inland Island Highway
Development Permit Arcas and to relax the minimum 10% frontage requirement for proposed Lot 5 as
shoam on the plan of subdivision of Lot A, Block 1438, Plan V1P64704 and Proposed Closed Road, Plan
742, Both of Nanoose District, be approved subject to Schedules No. 1 and 2.

Watercourse Protection Covenant {for Romney Creek:

The applicant shall prepare and register a section 219 covenant for the protection of the watercourse and
its 15.0 metre riparian area, as measured from the natural houndary, restrizting the use to a vegetation
retention (no removal of vegetation other thun noxious weeds) / no building or structures including
fenices, decks, and patios, outdoor storage, seplic [elds, wells, and placement of soils; or any alteration of
the land by man. This sovenant is to be reviewed and aceepted by the Regional District prior o being
registered on title concurrently with the plan of suhdivision at [and Title Office.

Subdivision;
1. The subdivision shall be in substantial compliance with Schedule No. 2.

i, Exposed soils must be seeded immediately after disturbance. Soil surfaces to be treated
should be roughened in advance of seeding.

k. The use of temporary tences {(snow fences) adjacent to the 13.0 metre protection area of
Rommey Creek to be installed during the constriction phase.

30-metre buffer strip adjacent te the Inland Island Highway:

The applicant shall prepare and register a seetion 219 covenant for Inland Island Highway restricting the
following:

1. No septic disposal fields, wells, driveways, outdoor storage, or other site improvements
shall be located within 30.0 metres from the Inland Island Highway.

2. No removal of the existing trees and other vegetation other than invasive plants such as
Himalayan blackberries, Seoteh breom, morning glory, and purple loosestrife provided

they arc replaced with native species to enhance the buffer area.

This is Further to our meeting on Apnil 27, 2004 (also attendad by the Director of Community Flanning,
Gayle Jackson) regarding the above-referenced development. The following, additional commenis are
presented after = prelimninary revicw of the Hydrogeologic Study dated March, 2004, prepared by EBA
Engineering Consultants Lid:

1. The propnsed source of potable water for this development is proundwater, which would be
drawn from the same aquifer a5 that used by the City of Parksville to meet a significant portion
of City water dermnands {i.e. the Springwood Well Field).

It is reatized that ‘use’ of the aquifer by parlics other than the City of Parksville is not, in and of
itself, unusuzl or improper. However, it is hoped that pretection of the long-term water quality
and demands associated with a publicly funded municipal ublity will be considered paramount
when deciding whether or not the development is in the overall public interest.

2. One of the conclusions presented in the EBA Study is thet the long-term impact of the
development will be a reduction in the “safe available drawdown in City of Parksville
Springwood Cluster of 1 to 4% over 20 years™,

This conclusion is of serious concem and we do not occept, on the basis of the information
provided, that this is 2 minor impact. The long-term trend in terms of drawdown of the aquifer is
a spectfic concern that City staff has been investigating.  The fact that this initia} technical
mvestigation concludes there will be 2 long-tenm reduction in available 'drawdovwn’ (resulting
from this propesed d evelopment} seems Lo validate such concern. W = therefore o onsider that
additional information is required to confirm the long-term viability of the aquifer for use by the
City (and, if feasible, others). Such information should probably nclude identification of any
long-term impacts and related costs to the City,

3. It is proposed that liguid waste be disposed of utilizing hovsehold sephic systemns. The EBA study
notes that there is an impermeable till layer protecting the subject aquifer from contaminant
migration: through seepage. It is also noted however, that “it would take an average of greater
than 10 years for any water from surface to percolats through the 1l layez"

It is probably reasonable to conclude that it would be extremely challcngmg o vmfy that the til
layer is continuous acress the site {i.e. there may be areas where the soils above the aquifer do not
protect the aquifer from contaminant migration from the surface to the extent noted). Also, 10

"years is a relatively short time frome in terms of protecting water quality, It is thersfore deemed
essential that these iszues be clarified before any conclusion is made regarding the susceptibility -
of the grovmdwater supply to surface contarmization.

4. Tt is not clear what the anticipated method of handling stormwater runoff will be for the site.
There may be impacts to downsteam lands and infrastructure within City of Parksville
boundzries, depending on the specific technical design approach and pardmeters utilized, Further
details are required before we are able to provide detailed comments in this regard.

it is hoped thet the above helps fo clarnfy City of Parksville concems respecting the subject development.

It is deemed Dmportant to reiterate that under no circumstances will the City of Parksville support a
deveiopment that poses any risk to the City’s water supply. '

Thank you for the referral of the above noted subdivision application. The City has a number of
concerns and items for you to note with respect to this application:

« The subject property is in very close proximity to well fields which provide a significant
amount of the municipal drinking water supply. Therefore, there is preat concerr that
development of this property and subsequent nuse of this property could negatively impact
the City's welis. Int this regard, the presence of septic fields, keeping of animals, nse of
fertilizers and pesticides, and similar activities would be of concern.  On this point alone,
the City questions whether approval of a subdivision of this scops and density is in the
public interest,

s The impact of any new wells on the local groundwater regime is also a serious congern.
The EBA Engineering report predicts a4 "minor" {i.e. 1% to 4%} long-term drawdown of
the water level at the City's wells as a result of the development. The City questions
whether any such impact of associated risk is in the public interest.

= This preperty bas a watercourse runaing through it. This watercourse (Romney Creek) is
shown as being within a Fisheries Planning Boundary in the Environmentally Sensitive
Areas Atlas.

+ This property appears to fall within the Highway cormidor area which is subject to the
Vancouver Istand Highway Agreement.

'«  We understand that the property is within 2 designated development permit areas; one
which sets out a requirement for a 3¢ metre buffer from the Highway, and, the other with

respect to the Creek. The proposed layout docs not appear ic acknowledge either
candition.

» The subject property is within the Parksville Fire Protection area. Response time could
be improved if an emergency access could be made available from the Atberni Highway.

» With respect to technical aspects of the application, it does not appear tkat storm water

disposal is adequately addressed, and also, there is a concern with respect fo the fact that

. "aquifer characteristics were compiled from previous reports and available
information™ rather than primary research (see pg 9 EBA Engineering Study).

The City is not clear on what the Ministry's technical requirements might be for a subdivision of
this nature and more specifically whether they would be strengthened, as necessary, 1o
acknowledge the proximity to a municipal water supply.

In summary, there are a number of concemns and considerations which we believe we need to
explore further through discussions with you. I'm sure you appreciate that under no
circumstanees is the City willing to support a development that poses any risk to the City's water
supply. Gary O'Rourke, Director of Engineering and I look forward to meeting with you next
week.

EBA Engineering Consultants Lid. (EBA) is submitting this letter in response to your letters
dated May 3, 2004 (author: Gary O'Rourke), April 22, 2004 {author: Gayle Jackson), and RDN's
letter dared May 12, 2004 (author: Robent Lapham?,

Concems are exprassed segarding:

8. Impact of surface activity on groundwater quality; and

b. Impact of proposed groundwater extraction on City of Parksviile water supply.
c. Specific isstwes raised by RDON's letter dated may 12, 2004,

This letter provides an snswer and comments on these three points.

1. IMPACT ON WATER QUALITY

EBA. has completed a hydrogeological study' for Forevergrean at a resolution similar or

greater than what is typically done in BC for proposed development of this size. The

impict of the preposed development on water quality was assessed, and a professional

optnion expressed based on an understanding of the strface and subsurface conditions.

Particular issues ware mentioned in your correspondence:

1. Impact dJue 1o septic fields: EBA’s report has beeny submitted 1o Vancouver Istand
Health Avthorities, They have jurisdiction on the treatment of liquid waste through

ground disposal. EBA is available to provide firther comments or studies, should it
be required by VIAH.

2. Potential impact due to animals: As mentioned it Fern Road Consulting letter dated
May 5, 2004, animals would be rastricted to household pets, It is EBA's opinion
that the waste generated by these animals would bave a negligible impact on the
groundwater quality.

3. Use of fertilizer and pesticide: The hydrogsological report discussed how nifrate
loading is not considered a problem. There is a risk that herbicides and pesticidss
may be used by property owners for landscaping purposes. Presently, EBA
considers that the best way to mitigate this risk would be through public education.

IMPACT ON WATER QUANTITY

EBA madelled the proundwater regime in the arca proposed for development to assess
the long<term impact of the operation of the propased wells, Using conservative
assumptions, the overall impact {measured as impact on the availables dmwdown of the
CoP's wells due to interference) has been estimated to be in the ovder of 1 o 4 %. Since
the issue of the report, EBA has recgived information on CoP groundwater consumption
from their well fields. In 2003, 907,902 m® were extracted from the grouad by CoP. The
following table shows the mtio between what Forevergreen development would extract
compared to the volume of water extracted by CoP, using two scenanios. Scenario }
considers & daily average extracticn of 2.23 m*day (MOT PLA Standards) and Scenario
2 considers consumption by water efficient properties (0.47 m*/day).

This confinps that the impact would probably be in the order of 1 %. In addition,
Forevergreen has recently drilled one water well. The well was completsd in Aquifer 3
(aquifer numbering refers to the numbering used in EBA March 2004 report), the aquifer
below Aquifer 2 (the aquifer used by CoP well field), Therefore, the long-term impact on
CoP water sppply is even anticipated to be less than 1%.

In your letter, you question the fact that the prapased developraent would be of public
interest. EBA considers that the proposed developmient has been desipned with a
responsible vision ta build a low impact development (LID) minimiZing its "footprint” on
the environment and on the natural resources. Based on EBA's understanding of water
management in Parksville, the CoP has no short term or long term operation and
monitaring plan and no intent to minimize the present water consumption. EBA is not
aware of any repart that presents a global approach to monitor, characterize and protest
the groundwater resources presently consumed by CoP. Therefore EBA considers that
the development proposed by Foreverpreen Properties is a step in the right direction o
develop land in a responsible manner, with a long-term vision and a public interest that
should be promioted.

3 ISSUES BROUGHT IN RDN'S LETTER DATED MAY 12, 2064

Point 4 of the letter mentions that proof of potable water to Bylaw No. 500, 1987
standards should be provided. ERA understands Bylaw No. 500 applies to cammunity
water systems. ‘What Forevergreen proposes is an individual water supply for each lot
and therefore the development should meet Ministry of Transportation's equircments,

Point 5 of the letter is a misinterpretation of the 2™ paragraph, p. 14 of EBA's report. It
states: "The [ow percolation rate and less depth to winter water level on Lot 1 means that
only one residence is possible for Lot 1| or firther bivestipation is required to befter
agsess the subsurfoce canditions al shallow depths on this Io." The second half of the
senteniee (in italies) indicates that limited investigation was completed and that a detailed
investigation of the lot may identify a suitable location for a dispesal field for & second
residence.

Nanaimo ESS Co-Director Audrey Mariin

An introduction was given by the Commitiee Chair, Electoral Area Director Lou Biggemann.
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J. Thomas and R, Lapham conducted a power point presentation and update of the Emergency Program
Initiatives to date inecluding:

« Fire Hazard Mapping available on RDN website — PDF version of Emergency Planning site. Fire
Hagzard Ratings are now available on the RDN interactive map
A web based Emergency Plan will shortly be available to the public
+ Building Tnspection encouragement of utilization of non-combustible building materials
Development issues
o Official Community Plan - potential development permit areas and/public education
o Subdivisions — interface and/or wildlumds protection assessment
«  Level 2 and 3 Wildland/Urban Interface Fire Contingency Plan close to completion
» Trovincial Grant Programs administered via UBCM, application pending Board approval for
elected Dfficials and Emergency Coordination Center (ECC) Section stalf training,
¢ Joint Emergency Preparcdness Program (JEPP) applications - deadlines and qualified requests
Regional fire equipment inventory in progress by most fire departments

The question was posed if the RDN would henefit from liring a mapping consultant, such as the City of
Nanagimo did (Stratheona Consultants) to provide up w date data. The data on the FreSmart Hazard
mapping is from 1996 and 2000, and does not show many new areas of development.

Director Kreiberg suggested that the cost of such an endeavor may determine the feasibility of such an
undertaking, and questioned if it might be of benefit to the RDN Growth Management Plan. R. Lapham
stated that this proposal would be taken to the RD'N Board as part of the proposed work program for next
year, as no funds were allocated for this fiscal year. L Racz and L. Biggemann supported the idea of one
commoen map that could be updated, and utilized by all emergency preparedness stakcholders.

R. Lapham discussed planning aspects with regard to new subdivisions - input from Fire Chiefs regarding
requiremen! or placement of firebreaks would be valuable. Input from fire departraents idettifying
propertics with aceess risks could then be forward to the RDN planning department for consideration,
who in turn conld lisise with the Ministry of Transportation (MoT). M. Madelung slated that MoT
permitted developers to construct roads, however, they may have to wait to acquire right-ol-way land for
a future phase of the development. M. Madelung added that while they are the approving authority for
roads and subdivision aceess, they do not refer the developrent applications to fire departments for
approval. Fire hazard mapping information wouid be of benefit in this planning phase.

B. Deinstadt felt that fire department regulatory bylaws were unenforceable at this time. K. Lapham
responded that the key to risk reduction was public awareness and that bylaw enforcement was currenily
reviewing the regulatory fire bylaw enforcement options.

Fire chiefs were interested in joint training epportunities - should one organization have openings on
bocked training sessions, where possible, others could be notified of the cpportumty to participate. D.
Banks informed the Committee that the Vancouver [sland Fire Chiefs association was offering ICS 200 at
a cost of $50.00/person, as opposed to the standard cast of $125.00, and the opportunity to take part in
this training was still possible. The chiefs stated they would also like more wmtormahion on accessing
grants; R. Lapham tesponded that once information was obtained, it could be provided via email.
L. Biggemarm suggested that routine contact with the RDN EPC would also be productive for
information requests.

Radio communication and access to common frequencies was discussed. L. Racz stated that a
Memorandum of Understanding required in order for the RDN to be permitted to access municipal police,
fire, public works and ECC operational radio frequencies. The City of Nanaimo has a linking system in
place that allows these depariments to communicate with one another, while leaving another channel free.

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J. Kipp stated that other interested tocal government junisdictions would be able to join this system, and
would provide information regarding process and implementation via email to the RDN EPC within a
week. D, Banks also expressed interest in joining this commaon frequency system.

E. Lapham provided an update on the status of the draft MAA with the 5D 68 fue departments. D. Banks
informed the group that the regional fire equipment invenmlory, proposed by R. Lambert included
Emcrgency Management Apreement partners, and existing MAA VFD partners. The inventory was
viewed a method to coordinate emergency response efforts. This regional inventory is separate from the
Office of the Fire Commissioner inventory request.

R. Lapham asked the Committee it members had anv new information or business to discuss,

e I Kipp stated that the MIECM had gone to the UBCM regarding HAZMAT issucs, and pursuing
the goal of having industry fund HAZMAT awareness courses for first responding persormel. A
sludy 1s underway, funded by the Capital Regional District, to put together a ITAZMAT team in
Vietoriz, with members specifically HAZMAT trained in vanous municipal fire departments.
This approach 15 being examined for use in the mid island area.

» K. Smith provided an updatc on the recent receptiun cenire opening drill conducted at the
Parisville Community Centre. He has had citizens from the Deep Bay/Bowscer avea express
interest in emergency preparedness, and the need for a northern reception centre. R. Lapham
stated that the Light House Hall could be a possibility. K. Smuth, J. Thomas and §. Anderosov
will meet to mvesiigate this issuc. T Kipp added that Nanaimo ESS trains Parks and Recreation
staff in ESS, and that they have a mohite 16 ft. reception centre trailer that was acquired with the
supplement of JEPP funding,.

e S5 Andercsov felt that fire risk in the Spider [Lake area was extreme, and felt that the installation
of an evacuation siren may be useful. R, Jackson also cxpressed interest due to large arcas of
‘extreme’ fire risk on (iahriola Istand, and particularly fire and access/egress risks at Descanso
Bay Regional Park. R. Jackson was also concerned aboul the amount of debris‘fuel that he
observed lying on the pround in his area, and also added rhat he would like to see some
regulations or more inspections of chimney screens, to reduce fire risk.

s A Tonn stated that Nanaimo SAR has a mobile command vehicle with full communications
capability, and radio licenses to talk to fire departments, PEP, and that the RDN could call upon
SAR to utibize the vehicle should the need arise.

R. Lapham stated that work and budget plans would be presented to the RDN Board in the fall, and the
ontcome would shape the direction and scope of the RDN emergency preparedness program over a five

vear period, as proposed in the 5 year plan described at the Commiitee meeting of 27 May 2004,

SUBJECT T'roposed Thompson Clarke Ocean Trail - Electoral Area ‘H?

PURPOSE

To obtain Regional Beard authorization to conclude a lease agreement with Mr. George Cousineau,
landowner of 4891 Thompson Clarke Dove m Deep Bay, and to obtain a perrmt from the Ministry of
Transportation to improve undeveloped Bowser road allowance, all for the purpose of developing & 182
metre long community trail linking Deep Bay and Bowser.

BRACKGROUND

Currently there is no public zceess between Deep Bay and Bowser on the ocean side of Highway 194 -
sce Map 1. Typically, people trespass on E&N property and use the tracks as a way to get through. The
lack of a public access between Deep Bay and Bowser affects many, but in particular, 1t affects the
students of Bowser Liementary who live in Deep Bay. The only legal access between the two
communilies involves going out onto Highway 19A and the Iaw requires that no young children walk or
cyele to school via a highway. Therefore arrangements must be made to bus Deep Bay children the short
idistance te Bowser Elementary. With an authorized public trail connection in place between Thompson
Clarke Drive in Deep Bay and Ocean Trail [n Bowser, the costly bussing requirement can be terminated
and the community will gain some of the trail dentified as desirable in {he Electoral Area *H' Official
Community Plan. As well, going forward with trail development in this location provides the
opportunity to create a formal public access to adjacent Community Park H-4, currently undeveloped and
effectively inaccessible.

The proposed Thompson Clarke-Ocean Trail connector erosses the private land of Mr. George Cousineau
in addition to undeveloped road aflowance under the management of the Ministry of Transportation — see
Map 2. A private leasc agreement with Mr, Cousincaw is required to govern use of his property for
public trail. RDN staff members have met with Mr. Cousincau and, given a number of conditions (sec
below) to be included in a five-year lease, he is willing to allow a formal public trail along the edge of his
property. In the past, Mr. Cousineau had permitted the public to pass through hus property on an informal
basis, however zbuse, principally by motoreyclists, caused him to block the passape. A rough (rail
remains in place and this will be upgraded as part of the current trai! propesal. A permil from the
Ministry of Transportation to develop Highways road allowance is required to umprove the old trail on
the Crown land portion of the proposed trail conpecior. There should be no problem obtaining the permit
from the Ministry. This permit will also serve to provide formal access to Community Park H-4.
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Mr. Cousineau’s cenditions of acceptance of a trail lease relate first to the right of way (ROW} in favour
of the Deep Bay Water Works along the southwestern boundary of his property. The ROW is in place to
accommadate a huried water line and a set of above-ground water valves controlling a pipe junction. The
proposed trail 1s to share the ROW corridor with the water pipes although, if possible, the trail will not be
placed on top of a water line. The Deep Bay Water Works (IDBWW) is amenable (o sharing the ROW
with the RDN as long as DBRWW is able fo gain access to their line and the RDN does not install any
improvements that might jeopardize the integrity of the line {e.g,. trees). A written memorandum of
understanding between the RDN and DBWW will outline how the public trail and watcr line can co-
exist, delineate each party’s respensibilities and form an attachment to the lease agreement hetween Mr.
Cousineau ang the RDN.

Mr. Cousineau’s other conditions of acceptance of public twail require that the RIN:

(a) erect a 1.8-metre-high 46-metre-long cedar fence to screen the tral from open grounds by the
eniranee to his Thompson Clarke Dnive property,

{h)  eflectively bar motorcycles and other unauthorized vehicles froms the trail;

{r) control litter; and,

{d} compensate Mr. Cousineau for his legal costs (o teview the lease agreement up to an agreed
upon amount.

Should the ahove conditions nol be maintained, the agreement will allow for the property owner to
terminate the lcase and all improvements and assets paid for by the RDN will be removed and returned to
the Resional District.

Map 2 shows the elements of proposed trall develepment; a survey will be required to confinm
boundarics, particularly those of the road allowance. A cedar fence will be installed beginning at Mr.
Cousincan’s driveway and ending where the tree line starts alongside the trail comidar. A stile designed
to permit authorized vehicular access to the ROW by the Deep Bay Water Waorks will be installed at each
end of the frail. Barrier rock will be installed at the western end of the trail to block matoreyelists from
skirting the stile and coming onie the trail via the F&N ralway. The trail surface will be crushed rock.
Tread surface width will vary from approximately two metres at the westemn end to one meire in spots
like the steep muddy scction of ail between the two existing serviceable culverts where stairs and a
drafnage ditch will be required. A pre-cast concrete garbage can will be installed at the castern end of the
trail. Signage directing users will be instatled on the outside of the stiles. A thank-you sign for Mr.
Cousineau and a reminder to respect private property will be mstalled along the cedar fence inside the
trai} cormdor. Ferns and other small native species will be planted between the trail and fence in lieu of
the existing lawn in order to mimimize maintenance requirements.

The total anticipated cost of the survey, legal work and improvements for the propesed wail is $10,000.
it should be possible to conclude the agreement with Mr. Cousineau, the memorandum of understanding
with the Deep Bay Water Works, the survey and the permit application process with the Ministry of
Transportation in August of this year, with develapment taking place in September.

ALTERNATIVES

. To prepare an agreement with Mr. George Cousineau of Deep Bay to use his property for a
community trail and to apply to the Ministry of Transportation for permission to usc and improve
the undeveloped section of Ocean Trail in Bowser in Electoral Area *H’.

2. To provide alternative direction to staff regarding the proposed trail connector.
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FINANCIAL TMPLICATIONS

The cost of developing this 182-metre (GO0 foot) trail public passage 1s $10,000. Assurming some use of
the prior year's budget surplus, the Area ‘H™ Community Parks Budgel can accommodate the project
costs of developing the proposed trail along Mr. Cousineau’s property, as well as an annual mainienance
cost of about $300. Community volunteers will be used to assist with landscaping and annual spring
¢lean up, as well as to regularly monitor trail condition and usage,

CITIZEN IMPLICATIONS

The cost of developing this 182-metre {600 foot) trail public passage 1s considered worthwhile because
the proposed trail will make a significant community connection well supported by the Area ‘H” Official
Community Plan, as well as relieve the School Board of the cost of a bus route. There are no allernative
route options other than the E&N railway, an option that is too expensive and complicated to pursue for
the faresecable future.

The private landowner and his neighbours have expressed their willingness to accommedate a public tail
on the condition that the RN manages it so as to prevent abuse by unauthorized motorcyclists and
ensure garbage does not become un issue. Commmunity volunteers working with young children and
promoting trail use have identified this project as a priority and will assist the RDN in making sure the
trail works. The recently approved Area “H' GCP supports 4 community trail in this location.

Should the trail prove successful from Mr. Cousineau’s perspective, it may be possible in future to secure
the trail by easement or ROW.

SUMMARY

Communily representatives involved with the transit of elementary school children in Deep Bay asked
the RDN to secure a public trail passage between Thompson Clarke Drive in Deep Bay and Ocean Trail
in Bowser. The identified route crosses privale land and a short section of undeveloped public road
allowance. The route reflects the proposed community trail corridor shown in the recentiy approved
Electoral Area ‘H' Official Community Plan. RDN staff members have met with the private landowner
and conclude that the RN is able and prepared to mest the conditions of passage set out by the
landowner. These coaditions include the installation of feneing between the trail and the grounds of the
private landowner’s residence, the effective barring of motorcyeles, and the concurence of the Deep Bay
Water Works, holder of a right of way for water line running under the proposed trail location. The
balance of the proposed trail located on undeveloped read allowance is govemed by the Ministry of
Transportation and will require a permit to construct from the Ministry. The total cost of developing the
approximately 182-metres of trail for pedestrians and cyclists is $10,000; annual maintenance is expected
to be around $300. These expenses are within the Electoral Area 'H' Community Parks Budget assuming
some use of prior year surplus. It should be possible to secure all necessary agreements, permits and the
survey in August 2004 with development to follow in September. If the trail access agreement were to be
terminated, the RDN would be able to remove and reuse most of the improvements made to the trail.
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RECOMMENDATION

That the Regional District prepare an agreement with Mr. George Cousineau of Decp Bay to use his
property for a community trail and to apply to the Ministry of Transportation for permission to use and
improve the undeveloped section of Ocean Trail in Bowser,
