Dear joe Stanhope and Directors:

Protecting riparian fish habitat, while facilitating urban development that exhibits high
standards of environmental stewardship, is a prionity for the Government of Bntish
Columbia.

I am pleased to advise you of some important changes to the approach that is being taken by
the Province under the Fish Protection Act to protect and enhance nparian fish values subject
to residential, commercial or industrial development. On July 27, 2004 the Riparian Areas
Regulation was passed. The regulation is scheduled to come mnto effect, and the Streamside
FProtection Regulation will be repealed on March 31, 20035,

In developing this new regulation, the Ministry of Waier, Land and Air Protection has
worked in collaboration with the Union of British Columbia Municipalities and Fisheries and
QOceans Canada to design an appreach to urban fish babitat protection that provides certainty
and (lexibility to development, is not dependent on limuted locai, provineial and federal
sovemment resources and ensures protection of the province's valuable fishenes resource.

The regulation applies to residential, commercial or industrial activities in the following
regional districts and all municipalities witiun them: Capital, Central Okanagan, Columbia-
Shuswap, Comox-Strathcona, Cowichan Valley, Fraser Valley, Greater Vancouver (except
for the City of Vancouver), Nanarma, Morth Okanagan, Okanagan-Similkameen, Poweli
River, Squamish-Lilleoet, Sunshine Coast, Thompson-Nicola and the trust area under the
Isiands Trust Act. 1am enclosing 2 copy of the regulation and a series of questions and
answers to help you better onderstand the new model. Further information, including the
assessment methodology required nnder the regulation, may be found at
hitp: Awlapwww. gov.be.cashabitat/fish_protection_zct/ripanianfriparian_areas.html.

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The Riparian Areas Regulation requires that affected local governments use, as a minjmum,
the tools available to them under section 26 of the Local Government Act (o protect riparian
fish values that may be affected as a resuli of residentiai, commercial or industrial
development. It does this by requiring that local govemments receive notification from the
provincial or federal governments that fish habitat protection requirements have been met
prior to giving final approval for development to accur within a defined 30 meter “riparian
assessment area”, This requirement will be delivered either through a notice from the
Province that the requirements of the Riparian Areas Regulation have been met, or through a
notice from Fisheries and Oceans Canada that an approval for the harmful, alteration,
hsruption or destruction of fish habitat hag been issued under the federal Fisheries Act.

Some local governments have expressed concemn that they were not provided a direct
opportunity ko participate in the process used to develop the new reguiatory model.
Consistent with the Fish Protection Act's requirements, our energies until this point in the
process have been focused on consulting with UBCM., In doing so, [ believe that we have
addressed the issues identified in the 2002 UBCM Convention endorsement of the proposed
regulatory approach. Specific responses to the issues identified in the convention resolution
are contained in an appendix to this letter.

More impontantly however, as agreed to with UBCM President, Mayor Frank Leonard, the
Ministry of Water, Land and Air Protection will work collaboratively with UBCM and
individual local governments in developing and initiating an implementation steategy for the
regulation. Full briefings on the new model and regulation and the next steps in its
implementation will be provided 1o local governments ai three regional sessions in Nanaimo,
Surrey, and Kelowna prior to the UBCM annual convention in September, and a workshop
will be held at the convention. To assist in refining the approach, the ministry will also be
looking for intercsted local governments to collaborate in pilot testing and adaptive review of
the regulation and assessment methodotogy. As the resnlts of these discussions and work
unfold, I ai prepared 1o bring to Cabinet any changes to the repulation and assessment that
are necessary (o ensure effective implementation.

The Ripatian Areas Regulation is scheduled to take effect March 31, 2003, to enable
completion of the various work required prior to implementation. Products that will be
developed in collaboration with Fisheries and Oceans Canada and UBCM during this next
stage include a cooperation agreement that cutlines the roles and responsibilities of the three
levels of government, an implementation guidebook, and a cornpliance and effectiveness
monitoting sirategy. The ministry will assess preparedness for implementation with UBCM

A3
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and Fisheries and Oceans Canada on October 15 and December 15, 2004, This will inciude a
review of progress on the development of these products as well as the status of local
government preparations for implementation.

APPENTX

RESPONSE TO ISSUES HIGHLUIGHTED IX 2002 UBCM
CONVENTION RESOLUTION

The 2002 UBCM Convention Resolution highlighted the following issues as being important
considerations i the development and implemantation of the proposed Ripanan Arcas
Regulation.

Provide liability protection for local sovemment when makineg land use decizions bagcdon a
report by a Qualificd Environment Professional (OFEP) on fish habitat

We have worked within the framework of a risk management approach to liability. First, the
role of local government is clearly defined to make it elear that it is not responsible for the
determination of whether a project will result in the harmfal alteration of fish habitat. Local
government’s role is 1o ensure that projects within the 30 meter riparian assessment area do
not proceed until it has been advised that the fish habitat requirements of the federal and
provincial governiments as set out in the repulation have been met. Sccond, the model set out
in the proposed regulation is designed to reduce the potential for unacceptable assessments
by QEPs and the potential for proponents 1o not follow direction set out in the assessment.
The following components were designed specifically w address this design principle:

¢ The detailed science based assessment methodology is part of the regulation.

» Notifications of senior govornments of the results of the assessment.

» Certification by the QEPs that they are qualified and have followed the methodology,
ant their professional opinion on the impact of the development on fish habitat based
on following the assessment mathodology.

* Final review sign-off and reporting back to senior governmenis by the QEPs on the
implementation of the assessment prescriptions.

Compliance and efficacy monitoning.

+  Working with the affected professional associations in the training, responsibilities

and accountabilities of their members.

Collectively, these measures will raduce the potential for litigation and minimize Tocal
government’s liability exposure.

Ensure that no new responsibilities are downloaded on local government and that all training

costs and manasement costs required to implement the new regnlation are paid for by either
the federal or provincial povemment

We do not believe that the new made] downloads any new responsibilities to local
governments and, in fact, anticipate that it will require less local government effort than the
previous Streamside Protection Regulation. We will be working with UBCM in the
implementation phase of the regulation to ensure that adequate training is delivered to 2
variety of different parties, including local govemment.

Ensure the process is timely and cost-effective from the community perspective

The proposed approach will generate consistent and timely advice 1o local government on
whether proposed developments mest federal and provincial fish habitaf requirements.

Ensure an integrated approach is implemented to avoid conflicts between the different
levels of povernmoent

Development of & cooperation agreement among UBCM, the Province and Fisheries and
Qceans Canada will ensure an integrated approach and respect for the roles and
responsibilities of each partner in the implementation of the model.

Ensure that a balance is maintained between development and protection of the environment

The proposed approach provides certainty and flexibility to development while ensuring that
the fish habitat protection requiremenis of the federal and provincial governments are met.

The regulation has been drafted such that it will not restrict in any way local government's
ability to increase the level of protection in riparian arcas if they so desire. The regulation
creatss a very stmctured, consistent approach to providing what is needed to ensure that
development protects fish habitat. Local governments remain frec to use their powers to
protect other values, '

BACRKGRODUND

Information about green nldings and local government wvelvement in green building praclices is
provided i response to the July 13, 2004 Board resolution directing staff 1o prepar: @ teport for the
Board's consideradon ahout green buildings,  The Board passed this resolution as a part of it
consideration of the Workshop Eepart for the Apdl 3, 2004 Sustainability Workshop, and the Regional
Growth Momtonmg Advisory Committee’s recommendation that the Boaed mitiate a green building
program as one means of aking mmediate action to help accelerate progress towards repignal
sustaimabibty, The Sustainabality Workshop was conducted as a part of the Sustamatnlity Project that the
Regional District is currently undertaking.”.

What is a Green Building?

(ireen buildings are buildings that requirc less energy to operate, contribwe fewer emissions to the
environment, conserve walcr, generate less solid waste, and provide more comfortabie and productive
environments for their inhabitants. The definition of what 15 a green building is somewhat subjective, but
different rating avstemns have been develeped and are becoming moetre common in their use Lo assess a
bunlding s grecnness.

Leadership m Enerpy and Enviconmmental Design (LEED) appears to be the most well-known and widely
used $ystem 1o tate the greenness of buildings. [tis a voluntary, eonsensus based self-assessment tan] that

' The Sustainability Project is being conducted to assess the region's progress towards sustamability. to make
tesidents aware of the region’s progress towards sustainability and to provide more and better opportunities o
invohre residents of the cezion in that ussessment. ‘The seven key components of the Project are: [1] 2 public cvent to

Diepending upen the numnber of points accumnualated, and hence the sestainability of the building, buildings
are ciassified ag LEED Certified, Siiver, Gold or Platinum. The United States Green Building Couneil, a
nauonal non-profit entity, developed the LEED trademark, and continually updates the model o respond
o new mformaton and scienee. The Canada Green Building Counel, a non-profit ¢coalition of public and
privaic building indestry leaders, holds the LEED mademark for Canazdn and is responsible for recent
adapratrons of the systern for Canada (ie. LEED™ Canada) and British Columbia (1.e. LEED™ BC)Y, as
well as continual updates w these svatems. LEED was created to define green buildings by providing a
standard fur measurement and to prevent exaggerated ¢lams abowt the greenaness of o buildieg, I also
provides a mechanism (o recogmize leaders, snmulate green competition. raise Consumer awiarensss,
trans{orm the marketplace, and establish market value with a recognized “brand”

iy Build Green?

The green building movement was tnitiated in the early 1920z in response to the growing recognition of
the environmental consequences of business-as-usual in the bulding industry, and as a tesponse to the
enormious demand from people in all sectors of the industry who wanted 1o do things bexer.
Conventional building desiyn and construction tvpically produces resource-iniensive buitdings. Building
construction worldwide consumes appreximately 3 bilhon tons of raw materials annoally, denpleting
natural resources at an unsustatnable rate. Buildings are responsible For anmual consumption of 40% of
the warld’s energy and materials. Green buildings contritruie o sustanatnliy becavse they reguire fewer
resources ko comstruct, less energy o operale. contribute tower cmissions o the environment, conserre
waier, and generate kess sohd waste than conventionat buikdings,

Do Green Buildings Cost More Money?

Cost has been cited as a reason for not building preen. Eecent research concludes that “integrating
“gustaitable™ or “grean” building practices iato the construchon of slate buildings 15 a sobd Rnancial
ittvestment™, that “a minimal upfromt imvesiment ol about two pereent of construction costs typecally
vields life cycle savings over len times the initial investment”, and that “the lnansal benefiss of green
buildings include lower energy, waste disposal and water costs, lower cnvironmental and emisstons costs,
lower operations and maintenance costs, and savings from increased productivity and health™.

Whe is Building Green?

The green building movement has gained tremendous momentum during the last few years. The
Netherlands has been a leader in the development and implementation of green building technology for
many vears. hMore than 40% of all new bwlding projects in the United Kingdom earoll in its equivalent
of the LEED system. During the last decade the movement has gained a foothold m North Amenca,
Permsylvania, Massachuserts, Washington, Oregon, Califormia and Texas appear to be the leaders in green
building lechnology in the United States, Approximately 3% of all new construction in the United States

* LEED specifications are intended to supplement, not teplace, conventional building codes and bvlaws.
Conventional building codes and byfaws are mtended w ensure the safary of iiidings apd stractures whereas 1LERED
standards promote green building praclices.

building construgtion practices;
*  providing techmcal tools and rescurces,
v offering meentives and assistance to encourage the use of green bwlding practices and technology.

Green Building Rele for the Regional District of Nauaginto

The Hegional District of MNanaimeo ¢ould play a leadership role in expanding market demand for green

buildings and make green building pracnices easier to implement m the region by conducting a preen

huilding project. It is anticipated that a green building project could include the followmg clements:

= 3 Board member tour of nearhy green buildings to pain a better understanding of the epportunitics
and challenges of building preen;

= linson with other local governmients to pain a better understanding how green buwilldmg pracuces can
be advanced within the region;

= workshops with the kcal construction industry and resideats to share information about green
buildmg practices;

= cducational serinars ahout the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design standard for green
buildings,

¢ publicaiion and dusemination of resource material for residents and the local constuction indusery
that descnibes the bemefns of green buildings and provides information reparding how to make
buitdings green,

= establishment of a directory of resources for green buildings to Imk providers of green bwlding
technotogy and services with those who may wish to build green;

= development of corporate policy regarding green buildings;

= gxamining barriers to presn conslruction practices and to recommend methods of elminaing these

program, such as the Federation of Canadian Municipatities Green Municipal Funds Program and the
Minestty of Community, Aboriginal and Women's Services Smart Development Parinerships Program.

GROWTH AANAGEMEXNT IMPLICATIONS

A green bolding program would help make the region more sustainable, the overall purposc of the
Regonal Grosth Smratepy. It would provide a diveet contribotion towards the achicvement of the
Regienal Growth Strategy environmental protection peal, which i3 to protect the environment znd
mumimize ecological damage related to growth and development.

EXVIRONMENTAL [MPLICATIONS

A green building program would help address envirommental probiems caused by poor building
performance. It would resulc in the construction of buildings that are more environmentally compatiblc
because they require less resources to construct, operate and mamtain, and because they result in fewer
harmful emissions to the environment. Since green nldimes tvpically resalt in the use of fewer resources
and the re-uze of existing materials, a green building propram would result in less sobd waste disposal at
the regional landiill and contribute towards the achievement of the Regional District’s Solid Waste
hlanagement Plan objective of *rero waste”

PUBLIC CONSULTATION IMPLICATIONS

The Regwonal Growik Monitonng Adwvisory Committee recommended that the Regional District of
Nanaime implement 2 green building program as a result of the public foedback recoived at the
Sustainabilitv Workshop conducted by thw Regional Dhstrict in Apnil of 2004,

SUNMAIARY

Information about zreen bulldmps 15 provided in response to the July 13, 2004 Board resofution directing
staft to prepare a report for the Board's consderation about green buildings.  Green buildings are

SUBIECT Draft Bvlaw to Provide for the Regulation of Park Use in the RDN

PFLRFPOSE

To receive a draft bylaw regulating regional and community park use im the RDN, and authorize
dissermntation and referral of the bylaw to the pubhic and parner agencies for comment.

BACKGROUND

The Region’s park portfolio Ras grown dramatically over the last five years. Since 1999, regional
parklands have increased from approximately 23 ha to 367 ha and commumity parklands from 123 ha o
211 ha, This dees not inciude approximately 60 ki of regional trail and 17 beach or water accresses that
have come under BRI park management dunng the same penod. Thes portfolio af park, wail and beach
accesses, which includes a range of facilities from campgrounds o large bridge structures and a
considerable amount of {orest land and niparan arez, regaires regulasion. Cumently, the 1992 Clectorel
Area "B Commumity Parks Regulation Bylaw No. 842 constitutes the sale regulation of park use in the
EDn.

In recent years, a number of junisdictions on Vancouver Tsland and the lower mainland have developed or
updated thewr park use regulations. These regulations form the basis for the draf? bylaw., The bylaw also
reflects recent legislatve change in BC related to the Communiy Charter, chanee that has altered the
nature of the Region’s authority on parkland and the Repion’s ability to rogulate, delcgate, impose
penalties and enter neighbounng prvate lands. By and large however, the specific regulations af the
proposed bylaw address the cypical issutes assoviated with public use of public parks lands including, for
crample, the unlawful falling of park trees. Note that the existing Electoral Area ‘B’ bylaw would be
repealed and replaced by the proposed region-wide hylaw.

The nced to regulate use of RDN parkland increases with the amount and complexity of development
withint 2 park. Schedule "A° of the bylaw detmls all propertics subject to park use repuiation, broken
down by electoral area and level of development. The majority of parks m the Region are not developed.
In ¢ontrast, the two regional campground parks, Horne Lake and Descanso Bay, are quite developed in
termis of public vse and consequently require the most regulation of all RDN parklands. It is proposcd
that the Park Operators for each of the campground parks be made bvlaw enforcement officers for those
parks specifizally in order to facthitate effecuve and timely regulation of the properties, For the balasce
of the park portfolie, it is proposed that RDN park stafT acquire bylaw enforcement authorny in order o

permit umedy ticketing of offenders. Txisting RDN bylaw enforcement staff can provide additional
support te Parks staft as required.

Revenues from enforcement of the proposed park use bylaw will be returned to the parks function
(eotnmuanty or regional, asz applicable) and will help defray the e¢ost of park maintenance and
development, including the erection of siymage about appropriate park use. Proposed fines for major
infractions such &5 the unlawfil removal of large trees on patk groperty will help defray vhe iegal cost of
pursuing miscreants under civil law for replacemcnt value.

A number of community parks (e g, Wildwood in Flectoral Arca “H™Y and regional parks {¢.g., Nanaime
River, Benson Creek Falls and Englishman River), along with all regional trails and beach accesses arg
secured by lease, hoense or permuit and not btle. The Crowm or povate landowners-may own these leased
lands. Legal opinien confirms that the proposed park use bylaw will have effect wherever the Region 1
gxercising its pack function and is not afiected by the nature of the land halding. unless specifically
stated in the lease, heense or permet.

It is proposed that the draff park use bylaw be disseminated to the general public for comment via the
RN web sute, lorwarded far comment o the four mumicipalitics and four Parks and Open Space
Advisory Committces within the Region. and sent out for information and comment to provinciai and
federal ageneics, land musts, major forest companies and ether large pnivate landowners. all of whom
own land hosting RDN park or trail or have committed to doing so. Afler a three-week review periad, a
final drafft will be returned to the Board for review and approval in November 2004,

ALTERNATIVES

1. To receive the draft Brlaw to Provide for the Rerulatwn of Park Use in the Regional District of
Manarmg and approve the Byvlaw's dissemination e the public and parmmer agencwes  and
arganizations for comment.

FENANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

SUMMARY

The Regwonal District of Nanaimo's park portfolio, consisting of regional and community park, trail and
beach accesses, has groan dramatically over the last five vears. Resulations are required to clanify what
constitutes inappropriate use of these parklands and to define sanctions that will apply in the event of
inapproprate use,  The park use Bylaw generally mitrors those in place in other jurisdictions on
Vancouver Tsland and the Tower mainland of BC. It is proposed that the draf bylaw be disseminated for
comment 1o the gencral public via the RDN web site, Electoral Area Park and Open Space Advisory
Comouttees, the four mumucipalities, and provingial and federal agencies, land wosts, major forest
compames and other large private landowners owming land hosting RON park or trail. Following public
review, a final report and Bylaw will be prasented to the Board in November 2004,
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RECOMMENDATION

£y “Cuorfew hours™ mean the time betaeen 11 pim and 7 am.

(hy “Cyele™ means a device having any number of wheels that is propelled by human peoser
and upon which one or more persons may ride.

(1) “Designated campsite™ means an authorized and numbered space for overmght camping
by a registered camper.

(g} “Distriet” means the Regional Distnet ol MNanaima.

(k) “IMstrict Manager™ means the Regional District of Nanaimo Manaser of Recreation and
Parks.

{3 *Household or other garbage” includes garbage, trash, refuse, cans, bolles, papers,
ashes, cuthings or ather wasie of any kmd, ncluding toxie and hazardous substances, that is
nat generated by a person in conneclion with reasonable park use.

(m} “Leash™ means a chain or other materal. not excceding two (2) metres in dength, suitable
for control of the hme and size of animal attached to the leash.

(n} “Litter™ means any garbage, cans, bottles, papers, ashes, refuse, cuttings, trash or rublnsh
gencrated by a person while in the park and enpaged m activitics ordinarily connected
with reasonable park use,

To address the request of the Powell River Regional Distnict that the Reglonal Disthct of Nanaime (RDN)
accept septage waste from Lasquen Esland.

BACKGROUXND

A leter dated June 25, 2004 (Appendix 1) was received from the Powell River Regional District
requesling that the EDN accept septage from Lasqueti Island. Lasqueti Tsland which is a part of the
Fowell River Regionai Instnct has a year round population of approximately 338 people. Due to the
volumes of septage generated on the island and the costs of establishing an on-island facility to manage
thern, there are no septage disposal Facilities on the Island. The closest septage treatment facilities mn the
Fowell River Regional Dismict are in Powell River which has indirect and inconvenicnt transportation
links with Lasqueti Island. The most accessible septage receiving station to Lasqueti Island is the French
Creck Pollution Control Centee {FCPCC.

"Repional District of Nanmime Trecked Liquid Waste Disposal Bylaw No. 988, 19937 regulates the
discharge of frucked waste g septapge disposal facilities operated by the RDM. The bylaw docs not
allorar cut of district waste o be discharzed inte RDN facilities.
It 1s estimated that there would be approximately one mick load a week from Lasquet [3land that would
need to be disposed of at FCPOC, This would not have any sigmficant impact on the operation of the
FOCPCC 2nd would assist an area that is experiencing difficulties mamtaining their sewage disposal werks.
Currently scptage is accepted at FCPCC fur S0.16/zallon. The full cost of treating this septage is 5023
per gallon.

District Board to accept sewage sludge and septage from Lasqueti Isiand to be disposed of tn
¥OUr sewage treatment plant.

Although Lasqueti Tsland is part of our regional district, distance, indirect and inconvenient
transportation links, and the lack of septage haulers willing to trave! berween Lasquett and
Powell River make it pretty well impossible for lslanders to utilise our sewer or other liquid
waste management facilities.

Lasqueti hias a vear-round population of approximately 350 people. Many households have
composting or pit toilets which are pumped out mfrequently, 1f ever, Commercial
developments are few and generally very small. The hotel in False Bay treats its sewage with
a recirculating sand filter system which does require an annual pump-out.

Overall, the quantity of septage/sludoe coming from the Island would be minor, however,
some means of dispesing of what does exist is critical.

PURPOSE
To present the Board with a status teport on non-profit organizations lpping fee waiver policies.
BACKGROUND

In January 2004 the Board considered a report that dealt with a request from the Salvation Army for a
tipping fee waiver for construction waste from their new bwlding. The Board denied the reguest and
directed staff to prepare a policy that retaing the illegal dumping clean up protocol and provides ophions
for existing no-charge accounts

n May 2004 the Board supported a policy to grant waste disposal fee relief only (ot llegal dumping clean
up and to non-profit organizations such as the Nansimo Recyclmg Exchange and the Gabniola Island
Ereyeling Organizalion that incorporate waste reduction as a core function. The Board also recogmized
that other orgamizabions, such as thnft store operations, might not qualify for fee reliel pending
discussions with thrift store operators on proper recycling practices. To that end the Board dirceted staff
to meet with thnft store operators to help identify recycling opportunities and improve recyching
praclices.

Siaff has met with the two existing no-charge account, ron-profit thrift store operators, the Salvation
Army and the Society of Organized Services (o help wdentify recyeling opportunitics.  These non-profit
thrift store operators understand the need to keep recyclable material out of the landfill and wall make
every offort 10 diveri recyclable materials from disposal. This is an ongoing process and BEDN staff will
meonitor the disposal statistics of the non-profit thofi store accounts and report o the Board for further
direction if the waste ininimization objectives appear 1o be ineffactive.

Staff was alse directed 1o prepare a bylaw for Board consideration that incorporates the nen-profit tipping
fee policies noted above., This can be accomplished by amending Bylaw 394 that provides for the
regulation of solid waste management facilitics. This bylaw has been amended fourtecn times smee its
miraducticn in 1993 and statf is planning o consolidate these amendments inte a new bylaw, which wall
be presented to the Board for consideration. A significant component of this conselidated bylaw will be
the implementation of a commercial organic material disposal ban, intended to redirect compostable
orpanic material from the landfill 1o composting operations. Staff will include the non-profit organization
tipping fee waiver policy 10 thas bylaw,

2. Receive status report on non-profit oreanizations tipping (ee waiver policies for information and
provide further direction to staff.

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FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

Rased on 2003 data, waiving tipping fees for non-profit waste reduction organizations will cost
approximately $3,500 per year, illegal dumping clean up $7000 per year and non-profit thnift stores
$49,000 per year for a tolal annual cast of 559,500, A number of factors will influence the costs of this
program such as increased activity by the non-profit account holders, It is not possible 1o predict future
subsidy costs. Staff regularly menttar these accounts and will report to the Board for further direction of
costs increase significantly.

SUMMARYCCONCLUSIONS

In May 2004 the Bourd supported a policy to grant tipping fee relief for illegal dumping clean up and for
non-prefit organizations, such as the Nanaime Recycling Exchange and the Gabriola Island Recycling
Crrganizalion, that incorporale waste reduction as a core function. Stafl were directed to meet with other
non-prefit eperations that help reduce waste such as thrift stores, insuring that they incorporate propet
recycling practices in arder to qualify for tipping fee relict.

Staff has met with the two existing no-chargs non-profit thrift store operators, the Salvation Army and the
Sociery of Organized Services to help idenuify recycling opportunities.  These thmit store operators
understand the need to keep recyclable matenal out of the landfill and will make every effort o divert
recyclable materials frors disposal. This 15 an ongoing process and RDN staff will momitor the disposal
statistics of the non-profit thrift store accounts and repoct to the Board for further direction 1f the waste
minimization ehjectives appear to be ineftactive,

Staff will include the non-prof organization tipping fee waiver policy wm the revised and consolidated
version of Bylaw $%4, which will be presented to the Board for consideration. A significant component
of this consolidated bylaw will be the implementation of a commercial orgamic matenal disposal ban,
mtended to redirect compestable erganic material from the Jandfill to compoesting operations.

A number of factors will influence the costs of this program such as mercased activity by the non-profit
account holders. Tt is not possible to pradict future subsidy costs, Siaff regularly menitor these accounts
and will report to the Board for further direction if costs merease sigmficantly.

PURPOSE

BACKGROUND

Ir May 2004 the Board directed staff to prepare a repott on the status of the provincial stewardship
business plan as well as federal imitiatives dirceted at reducmg packaging waste, paor to re-confimming
Board support For these ongoing programs,

Product stewardshep iz delined as a management system based on industy and consumers taking lifi-
cvele responsibility for the products they produce and uwse.  As a result, the materials covered under a
stewardship program are less likely to enter the RITN s waste management system.  There are province-
wide stewardshup proprams cumently in place Tor lead actd battenes, used motor oil, paint, pesticides,
selvents, passenger and light truck tres, medications, fuel and beverags contaimers wath the exception of
containers for milk and milk substitutes,

The RIMN has actively encouraged the province and produect manufacturers to undertake these stiewardship
imitiatives and continue: to promote the expansion of these programs. A a stafl level, the RN
participates on the Board of the Recveling Council of BC (RCBC), a multi-stakeholder oreanization made
up of private sector, govemmental and environmental orcanizations dedicated to waste prevention. Ovwver
the years ECBC has consistently advocared for the adoption and expansion ol product stewardship

[rOgrams.

British Columbia Product Stewardship Review

In early 2003, the provincial Ministry of Water, Land and Air Protection (MWLAP) initiated a product
stewardship review. The review analyzed alt existing slewardship programs and determined if they are
consistent with the four guiding primeiples that MWTAP published in 2002 that were to form the basis of
all produet stewardship plans i BC. The guiding principles are:

Fraduct Stewardship Updaw Report to CoW September 2004, doc. doc
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1. Producer/User Responsibiliny
a.  Waste management rasponsibility is shifted from taxpayers to prodiccers and coRsumers.
b Responsibelity is not shifted to other fovels of government withowt consent.

2. Level Playing Field
Results Based

4. Transparency and Accountability

In Aupgust 2003 the Board considered a report from staff on the progress of the stewardship review
process.  The report dentified that many industry submissions were wrging partmerships with local
povemment in the delivery of stewardship programs. Some industry submissions went 5o far as 1o suggest
that lpcal government be somehow compelled to assist in the delivery of their siewardship programs.

This approach contradicted the accepted definition of product stewardship, the MWLAP product
stcwardship vision and the first principle of the MWLAP product stewardshup business plan.
Consequently, the Board sent a letter ko the BC Premuer, copied to the Minister of Water, Land and Air
Protection and UBCM supporting the four pringiples of the praduct stewardship business plan. The letter
emphasized the prirciple that the revised regulation should define the producer and consumer as the
responsible parties for product stewardship materials and reject the shared responsibility model.

Recent Product Stewardship Developments - Provincial

Since the August 2003 report, no new praducts were added to the stewardship regulation, however there
has been some background activity telated o autonobile tires and batteries and electronics.

The automobile tire and battery programs were amony the carliest stewsrdship programs and have been
subject to criticism since their inception. The money that is ostengibly collected for product stewardship
goes into gencral revenue and there has been difficulty finding out how much money goes back into the
stewardship program, with available evidence suggesting that the majonty of the funding may not go mto
the stewardship programs. This funding mechanism was identified in the product stewardshp busmess
plan 13 bemg inconsistent with the guiding principles of the plan.

Howyver, tre and batlery stewardship plens consistent with the guiding principles of the stewardship
business plan were submitted hy industry 1o the MWLAP and rejected. The reasons for the rejecrion of
these stewardship plans were that the proposals by mdustry called for the elimination of the current
recyeling surcharge. Under the proposed tire and batiery stewardship plans the recycling surcharge was to
be replaced by an eco-fee similar to the fees estabhished by Produet Care, an industry association that
manasces paint and pesticides. As with Product Care, the eco-fec would be st by the mdustry association
and used exclusively to fund the proposed product stewardship plans, in elecl, removing the revenog
stream from provineial government eontrol.

The industry sponsors of the tire and battery stewardship proposals were informed that their stewardship
proposals, even though consistent with the business plan, would pot be approved if the recycling
surcharge were to be removed. This left industry in an untenable position; either have consurmars of their
products pay twice for stewardship programs or, if only the current reeyeling surcharge was kept, with all
funds collected and retained by the provincial government, have no funding for their proposed programs.

In 2003, the MWLAF announced that they were planmng o amend the stewardship regulation to include
electronics. This was after electronics industry and stakeholder consuleation and responding to requests

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from iocal government, including the RDN, to implement an electronies product stewardship regutation.
Throughout the first half of 2004, MWLAP maintained that an elecitonics stewardship regulation was
innminent, however the regelation has baen held up at the cabinet table and MWLAP staff has recently
sugpested that no new regulations will be added until after the next provineial election m May 2005

Recent Product Stewardship Developments — Federal

in 1960, the Canadian Council of Ministers of the Environment endorsed the National Packaging Protecol
{NaPP). The NaPP contained three milestone targets for the reduction of packaging waste of: 20% by
1992; 35% by 1996, and 30% by the year 2000, Although the primary poal of the Protocol was 1o reduce
the amount of packaging scnt for disposal, its first policy stipulated, “All packagimg should have a
minimal effect on the envircament”. This was a voluntary program for domestic producers and the goals
have been met. Making packaging lighter and reducing “pre-consumer” packaging used i manufacturing
were techniques used to achieve the WaPP obyectives. The federal government contmues to support
product stewardship and have been actively developing stewardship policics, however no new federal
stewardship regulations have been implemented.

ALTERNATIVES

1. Confirm Board support for product stewardsiip and encourage the province to accept industry
product stewardship plan proposals that are consistent with the guiding principles of the product
stewardship business plan and amend the stewardship regulation 16 include electronics,

2. Do not correspond with the provinee on this matter at this time,
FINANCIAL TMPLICATIONS

Stewardship programs that adhere to MWLAP's four guiding principles have the potential to significantly
reduce the amount of waste that must be handled by local government and paid for by the taxpayer. As
the producer and consumer lund stewardship programs, there are no financial imphications for the RN,

ENVIRONMENTAL TMPLICATIONS

Product stewardship programs are a proven and reliable meehanism to remave material from the disposal
stream and o ensure that the diverted materials are recycled. In the case of household hazardous wastes,
for example, matenals with higher levels of toxicity are removed from disposal and recycled.

PLUBLIC RELATIONS IMPLICATIONS

The public has responded favourably to the cument stewardship programs. The current stewardship
programs also serve as a public education tool, helping lo make consumers more aware of their
responsibilities and impacts in torms of the waste that they generate.

[INTERGOVERNMENTAL IMPLICATIONS
The provincial government administers stewardship programs. Loeal government has no legislative
authority to direet or otherwise influence stewardship plans. Inclusion of new products inte the

stewardship regulatton, or adoption of new industry stewardship plans is the sole prerogative of the
provincial govemment.

Product Stewardship Update Report (o CoW September 2004 doc.doc
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SCMMARY/CONCLUSIONS

Product stewardship is defined as a management system based on industry and consumers taking life-
cycle responsibility for the products they produce and usc.  As a result, the materials covered under a
stewardship program are less likely to enter the RDN's waste management systern. The RDN has actively
cncouraged the province and product manufacturers to undertake these stewardship imitiatives and
continues 1o promole the expansion of these programs,

In early 2003, the provincial Mimstry of Water, Land and Air Protection (MWLAP) initiated 2 product
stewardship review process. In August 2003 the Board sent a letter to the BC Premier, copicd o the
Minister of Water, Land and Air Protection and UBOM supporting the four principles of the product
stewardship business plan emphasizing the pnneiple that the revised regulation support the producer and
consumer as the responsible partics for product stewardship materials, and rejecting the sharcd
responsibility madel.

Since that time, there have been no new products added to the stewardship regulation. Tire and battery
stewardship plans consistent with the guiding prnciples of the stewardship busiess plan were submitied
by industry o the MWLAP and rejected. Throughout the first half of 2004, MWLAP has maintained that
an clectronics stewardship regulation was imminent, however the regulation has been held up at the
cabinet table and MWL AP staff has recently suggested that no new regulations will be added until after
the next provineial election m May 2003

In 1950, the Canadian Council of Ministers of the Environment endorsed the National Packaging Protocol
(¥aPP). The NaPP called for the reduction of packaging waste of 50% by the year 2000, This was a
voluntary program for domestic producers and the goals have been met. The tederal govemment
contimues to support product stewardship and have been actively developing stewardship pelicies,
horwever na new federal stewardship regulations have been implemented.

2. That the BDN Board send a letter to the BC Premier, copied to Minister of Water, Land and Air
Prolection and TFBCM cncouraging the province to accept industry praduet stewardship plan
propasals that are consistent with the guiding principles of the product stewardshi: business plan
and amend the giewardship regulaton to include electronics.

FPURPOSE

To cstablish the Melose Terrace Commumity Water Supply Service Area, and to consider the associated
loan authonization bylaw.

BACKLGROUND

The subject development and water system s located west of Parksville in the Whiskey Creek arca, 2ud is
accessed off Highway 4 {Albermi Highway) int Electoral Area F

A fully-functioning povate water system including one groundwater well, reservoir, chloritation
boildingicontrol building, and watermains servicing 28 properties 13 already in place in the Melrose
Terrace Strata development, The water system has been in place since zpproximately 1993 and opirates
under a parmit from the Ministry of Health.

In 2003, the residents of the development (through their management firm) contacted the Regional
District to enquire about the RDN taking over lhe ownership and operation/mainienance of the water
utility. At the time, the system was being adiumistered by a management firm in Parksyille and a local
zesident living in the development was contracted to operate and maintain the water systern. After contact
by the management [irm, stafl at the RDN met with the operator and evaluated the waler system’s age,
size, operation and budpet. Swff then prepared costs e upgrade the system (where necessary, to RDN
standards} and preparcd an operationsmaintenance budget lor the residents to consider; this informanon
was given to the management firm and they discussed the costs and implications of the RIYN assumning
ownership of the water system.

On March 3, 2004, a public information meeting was held for the residerts and following this meeting the
manapement firm requested the BDN petition the residents to form a public water utility,  Petitions were
mailed to all property owners on May 21, 2004,

in order to proceed with the establishment of the Melrose Temrace Community Water Supply Service
Area, the petitioning process tequired a minimum of $1% positive support.  As of July 24, 2004 (the
closing date for the petitions), the RDN had reccived 22 signed petitions representing 78% of the property
owners in favour of proceeding with the establishment of the community water system and havmg RDN
maintain water secices to the 28 properties affected.

Melrose Temrace Establishing Bylaw Report to COW September 2004
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In order 1o establish a taxation authority for the community water service area, the Regional District must
introduce an Establishing Bylaw [or the lands w be serviced by the RDN. Further, 2 borrowmg bylaw i5
necessary to secure the funds required to upgrade the system to RDN standards. A plan of the proposed
service area s shown as Schedule “A’ (attached).

Once the service area i3 established, regulatory bylaws will alse be required 1o establish fees and charges
to recover costs associated with the operation and mamtenance of the water service.  After the
Establishing Bylaw has been adopted, operation and owrnership of the water system will be ransferred to
the RDN. At this time, only the propertics outlined en the attached plan would be included in the
Community Water Supply Service Area bylaw,

ALTERNATIVES

i. Proveed with the establishment of the Water Supply Service Area for the Melrose Termace
subdivision.

2. Do not proceed with the establishment of a Water Supply Service Area for the Melrose Terrace
subdivision.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

1f the Community Water Supply Service Arca 15 acquired, there would be no financial implications to the
RN, Costs associated with some immediate hardware upgrading/improvements and the operation &
maintenance of the system would bz bome by the proporty owners in the Melrose Terrace Commumty
Water Supply Service Area. This project necessitates the borrowing of 315,050 (for improvements such
as mew chlotmation system, sscurity fencing. lighting, water meters, Rush-outs ¢te) which would
translate into a ¢ost of approximarcly 5538 per property. Residents will be given the opportumty 10 pay
their share of the borrowing im a lump sum payment or amortized over L0 years,

A ten-year projected annual budget for the water system has been presented to the residems. The parel
tax. and user fee for local service area residents is projected to be about 364 per month in 2003, rising o
about $76 per month by 2014, As a comparison, residents currently pay a monthly water charge of 350
per tnonth.

CITIZENS/PLBLIC RELATIONS INMPLICATIONS

The Regional Istrict of Nanaimo was imtally approached by the management firm for the Melrose
Terrace Strata Corporation VIS3747, and at their request the RDMN s undertaking to create the
Community Water Service Area and acquire the exisling Melrose Terrace water system.  Staff attended a
public wformation meeting at the Bradley Centre on March 3, 2004 to discuss the acquisition of the
system and cxplam the finaneial impacis to the home owners. At the mecting, and subsequently by
returning the signed petitions, the residents have shown their support for the creatwon of an RIDN
community water service area.

SUMMARY/CONCLUSIONS
The Melrose Terrace Strata Corporation approached the RDN in 2003 to acquire their water system which
currently serves 28 strata properties. Followimg this contact, the RDN initiated a program to review the

state of the cxasting water system, prepared costs and refated budgets, and presented the budgets/vosts and
benefits of the BION acquinng the water svstem to the residents.

Melrose Terrace Establishing Bylaw Report to COW September 2004 .doc
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A public information meeting was held for the Melrose Terrace Strata Corporation at the Bradley Cenre
on March 3, 2004, Following the meeting, the residents requested that the RDN prepare petitions to have
the RDN acquire the water system. Politions were subsequently mailed out to the 28 property owners of
Melrose Terrace, As of July 20, 2004 the RDN had recerved 22 out of 28 signed petitions (78%) and the
RON is proceeding with the creation of a Community Water Supply Senvige Area and acouisition of the
existing Melrose Terrace water system.

Teo establish a taxation authority for the water service area, the Regional District must now introduce an
Establizhing Bylaw for the service and a Borrowing Bylaw to secure the funds required to upgrade the
system to RDIN requirements.

There are po loancial implications to the RDN to acquire the water system.  All costs related to operation
and mantenance of the water system will be bome by the property ovwners in the Melrose Terrace
Community Water Supply Service Area. An estimate of the 2003 annual parce] tax and vser fee 15 3772,
ar $64 per month; this compares with the curment user rate ol 350 per month.

There arc ne financial implications to the RDN.  IF accepted into the Surfside Sewer LSA, all costs
associated with conneclion to the sewer main would be at the expense of the applicant.

The property is located within the Natural Hazard and Environmentally Sensitive Arcas Development
Fermit Area pursuant to Bylaw No. 1007, The applicant has provided a letter from the Central Vancouver
Island Health Auwthority stating that the parcel dees not conform with the required 100-foot setback to the
ocean.
