PURPOSE

SUMMARY/CONCLUSIONS

The draft Nancose Bay OCP has undergone an extensive public consultation process. The Board
received an amended drafl plan at their regular meeting on May 24, 2005. A Public Infermation Meeting
was held on May 30, 2005 and minutes and submissions resulting from the meeting are anticipated to be
received by the Electoral Area Planning Commitiee together with a staff report making recommendations
to further amend the draft Plan, introduce it as a bylaw and give it 1* and 2™ reading, The draft OCP has
been distributed to the applicable Provincial and Federal agencies and adjacent local governments and
First Nations.

BYLAW XO. 1400

ABYLAW TO ESTABLISH THE NANOOSE BAY OFFICIAL COMMUNITY PLAN

WHEREAS:

Under section 876 of the Local Government Aci the Board may adopt a community plan by
bylaw.

The Board of the Regional District has:

(a) examined the plan in conjunction with its most recent capital expenditure program under
section 329 of the Local Government Act and is assured of consistency between them; and

(b) prepared a regional context statement to confirm compliance with the Regional Growth
Strategy according to an implementation agreement reached between the RDN and the
member municipalities; and

{c) referred the plan to the Agricultural Land Commission for comment; and

(d) referred the plan to the adjacent municipalities of City of Parksville and District of
Lantzville.

A Public Hearing has been held on the plan on the xx day of xxxx. 2005, being not less than 20

days after the plan has been referred to the Agricultural Land Commission, the City of Parksville
and the District of Lantzville.

NOW, THEREFORY, the Board of the Regional Diswict of Nanaimo in open meeting
assembled HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS

This Bylaw may be cited as “Regional District of Nanaimo Nanoose Bay Official Community
Plan Bylaw No. 1400, 2005.”

Applicahon

outlined in Map No. 1 of Schedule ‘A’ of this Bylaw.

This Bylaw is being considered pursuant 0 an approved publie consultation strategy in
accordance with Section 879 of the Local Government Act,
