SUBJECT: Water User Rate Amendments

PURI'OSE
To present for Board consideration proposed water user rate amendmenis.
BACKGROUND

Water user rates in all the Regional District of Nanaimo (RDN} water service areas are proposed 10
increase by 2% and to be in effect for May of 2006 (except Melrose Terrace, San Pareil, and Englishman
River systems}. This increase conforms to the financial plan approved by the Board for 2006. A more
in-depth review of all service area water rates is being undertaken and will be complete for the Board’s
review in the spring of next ycar. User fees and parcel taxes must be sufficient to support effective
operation and maimicnance of the water systems. The revenue structures will be reviewed 1n 2006.

The Melrose Terrace Water Supply system currently uses a flat fee of $0.969 per day and this will
continue unti} the fall billing of 2006. This form of billing was put in place to allow enough time to
assess actual use patterns prior to establishing a fee structure. The inclined block fee structure will be
developed and brought forward to the Board in the fall of 2006,

San Pareil and the Englishman River Water Service Arcas will not be included in this rate increase. The
existing elevated minimum daily ratc in San Pareil should provide sufficient revenue and avoid the need
at this time for an increase in rates. As well, the Englishman River Water Service Area rate structure is
in flux due to the growth in this new residential area. Rates in this area will be In transition untl growth
and water consumption has stabilized. Both rate structures will be reviewed in 2006 with any proposed
adjustments being brought forward for the Board’s consideration.

This report alse includes the establishument of a new Regulations and Rates bylaw for the newly
amalgamated Nanoose Bay Peninsula Water Supply Service Area.

The proposed rate increases are in line with the approved financial plan for 2006.
SUMMARY/CONCLUSIONS

The water regulations and rates bylaws have been reviewed. It is proposed that with the exception of the
San Pareil, Englishman River, and Melrose Terrace Waler Local Service Areas, the water user rates be
increased in accordance with the approved financial plan for 2006. A more in depth review of water user
rates is proposed for 2006.
