To obtain Board approval to enter into a two year contract with JJ Barnicke Nanaimo Ltd. to provide 
property management services for the RDN main administration building/transit building and exchanges . 

BACKGROUND

Property management services (janitorial, building systems maintenance, landscaping, snow removal, 
etc.) are currently provided by BLJCIWSI on a month to month basis. This arrangement has been in 
effect since BCBC, our previous contractor, no longer provides property management services . A request 
for proposals to secure a longer term contractor was conducted in late 2006 . 

Proponents were asked to provide an estimate of costs for the first year including janitorial services, 
grounds maintenance, management services and an annual asset maintenance report. Intermittent services 
for such things as snow removal, HVAC maintenance, elevator/generator maintenance, special projects, 
etc. will be handled on an as needed basis and will be invoiced accordingly . Two quotes were received 
by the closing date of January 22, 2007 . The quotes received were as follows:

To provide information and a recommendation regarding the renewal of an Agreement with the Extension 
and District Recreation Commission . 

The Extension and District Recreation Commission currently provides direct recreation and parks services 
to the community of Extension and Electoral Area `C' . Services that the Commission provides include 
the operation of a community hall, and the scheduling and maintenance of a sports field in Extension that 
is owned by the Commission.

The Five Year Financial Plan provides for the transfer of $9,00(} from the Southern Community 
Recreation function to the Commission in 2007 for the provision of the services outlined in the 
agreement, and for each consecutive year thereafter while the Agreement is in effect. 

The Extension and District Recreation Commission is a valuable resource to the local community in terms 
of the services it provides on behalf of the Regional District of Nanaimo . The Agreement provides for 
funding that can be effectively utilized by the local non profit organization to provide local recreation and 
sportsfield services to the surrounding community in Electoral Area C. 



SUNEMARYICONCLUSION 
The existing agreement with the Extension and District Recreation Commission expired on December 31, 
2006 therefore renewal of the agreement is required . The Commission provides recreation and parks 
services for the community of Extension and Electoral Area "C", which includes operations of a 
community hall, and field maintenance and scheduling . 

The Agreement provides for the transfer of $9,000 to the Commission each year during the term of the 
Agreement for the provision of these services, and the relationship is viewed a benefit to both the 
Regional District and the local community . As the relationship with the Commission has been well 
established in terms of the services provided, a renewal of the agreement over a five year period is 
recommended.

Resolution of Support for Fair Compensation from BC Hydro for Transmission and 
Distribution Lines 

To obtain Board endorsement for a resolution seeking fair compensation from BC Hydro for the use of 
land for transmission and distribution lines . 

At its meeting held February 27, 2007 the Board gave staff the following direction : 

"That the resolution forwarded to all Regional District Boards by the Regional District of 
Central Kootenay regarding the January 19, 2007 report titled "Fair Compensation from BC 
Hydro for Transmission and Distribution Lines" be referred to staff and a report be prepared 
with recommendations for the Board's consideration ." 

The Regional District of Central Kootenay (RDCK) has shed some light on inequities in the structure of 
taxation and/or grants from crown and private utilities in BC. Private utilities either pay a 1% tax on gross 
sales within a municipal boundary or property taxes on the assessed value of land, improvements, 
generating capacity and transmission lines in rural areas . BC Hydro pays the same 1% tax on sales directly 
to municipal governments, but the province receives directly and counts as general revenue the equivalent 
rural based 1% tax amount. Further, BC Hydra does not appear to be subject to the same rules for paying 
property taxes within rural areas . In particular, the RDCK has identified that transmission and distribution 
lines totaling over $2 .5 billion dollars within Regional District boundaries do not appear to be subject to 
any form of property taxation which would benefit local government . In some areas of the province 
transmission and distribution lines alienate large tracts of land which might otherwise be put to productive 
use. 

The RDCK has requested that all Regional District's support a resolution asking the Province to 
implement a fair method of compensation to Regional Districts in the province, to reflect the statement 
that wherever possible, crown corporations should compete on a level playing field .

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS: 

Qf interest in the RDCK report is a suggestion that a compensation program modeled on one BC Hydro 
has initiated with First Nations jurisdictions in BC, be considered for Regional Districts . Under this 
approach, BC Hydro pays grants to First Nations based on a per kilometer rate for lines of different sizes . 
For the Regional District of Nanaimo RDCK estimates revenues of $1 .7 million dollars annually . 
Extrapolated to a tax rate $1 .7 million dollars is the equivalent of $17.25 for a property valued at 
$250,000 . Across the province RDCK has estimated that the value could be as high as $9.8 million 
dollars annually . 

SUMMARY/CONCLUSIONS : 

The Regional District of Central Kootenay has researched and highlighted considerable discrepancies 
between the taxation of crown and private utilities in BC. They are preparing to present their report 
findings to the province and have asked all Regional Districts to support their efforts by adopting the 
resolution below . 

RECOMMENDATION: 

That the Board approve the following resolution and that staff advise the Regional District of Central 
Kootenay of our support. 

"The Board of the Regional District of Nanaimo supports the findings of the January 19, 2007 report 
titled "Fair Compensation from BC Hydro for Transmission and Distribution Lines", namely - that 
Regional Districts are not receiving benefits from the 55,000 kilometers of distribution lines, and 17,533 
kilometers of transmission lines in the rural areas of the province, while all other forms of government 
are receiving a benefit - and urges the Minister of Finance, the Honorable Carole Taylor, to implement a 
fair method of compensation to Regional Districts in the province based on her stated strong belief that 
Crown Corporations, wherever possible, should compete on a level playing field .
