I have been living at 1409 Marina Way in Beachcomber for 20 years. I am writing this email regarding

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the meeting of The Committee of the Whole of the RDN to be held on November 10, 2009, with respect
to the application to include the subdivision of 5 lots above Nuttall Drive on Prawn Road, off Dorcas
Point Road in Beachcomber, in the Rural Street Lighting Service Area.

As I will be out of town on November 10, 2009, and therefore unable to attend the said meeting, I would
like to express my opposition to street lighting in Beachcomber and, therefore, my opposition to the
above-mentioned application to include the subdivision of 5 lots above Nuttal Drive on Prawn Road, off
Dorcas Point Road in Beachcomber, in the Rural Street Lighting Service Area. | believe street lighting
in Beachcomber would affect the whole area as follows:

1. Most of the people who choose to live in Beachcomber move here because they like the rural nature
of the area with no sidewalks or street lighting. It keeps the area pnistine and natural. It is enjoyable for
the whole neighbourhood to walk outside in the evening and look at the stars, the sky and the moon in
their natural lighting. The proposed street lights will be visible to a much wider area than just the upper
areas of Prawn Road, given the elevation of the upper part of the subdivision and the view of the night
skies which the whole peninsula enjoys would be diminished.

2. Beachcomber is one of the last areas to keep its natural beauty with its trees, no sidewalks and no
street lighting. This is what makes Beachcomber "special” and not just another subdivision. Let's keep
it that way.

3. There is nothing to stop people from having lighting on their own properties. Also, I believe these §
acre parcels have extremely long driveways well set back from the road so the street lighting will

not have any useful purpose for the future property owners and will be an annoyance to those people
around them.

4. There are no other street lights in Beachcomber, including the entire area of Dorcas Point. If this
street lighting is allowed, it will set a precedence for other requests for street lighting in Beachcomber
which we don't want.

5. The proposed streetlighting will cause light pollution.
6. The street lights will use countless hours of energy and require regular maintenance which will be
very costly. In this time of financial restraint, I do not see spending money on maintaining street

lighting, which we don't want in Beachcomber, as a good use of our scarce resources.

Beachcomber is a rare and unspoiled community. On a clear night our skies are magnificent. We have
no other street lighting so there is a big question as to why we need lighting on Prawn Road.

Lurge you to vote against putting street lighting anywhere in Beachcomber at the meeting on November
10th or at any other meeting which may be called to address this issue.

Why was a public meeting not called to address this matter in the community as a whole? T only found
out about this potential tragedy to the Beachcomber area by chance. Please work on our behalf to have
this application denied.

| am writing, as a Beachcomber resident, to express my concern about the proposed street lighting planned for
the new Nuttall Ridge subdivision.

We live in a rare and unspoiled community. On a clear night our skies are magnificent.

We have no other street lighting, even in the newer divisions {such as those off Dorcas Point). This poses the big
question as to why we need lighting on Nuttzll Ridge?

Because of the geography of the new division the lights will be visible to a much wider area and, as a
consequence, the night skies enjoyed by the entire peninsula will be polluted and diminished.

As [ understand the pianning details, the division provides for 5 acreage parcels. They wilt each be secluded with
long driveways set back from the road. It seems therefore that the street lights will serve no useful purpose for the
new property owners and will only serve to urbanise a truly rural area.

Given the above, the proposed plan to light the subdivison will expend energy at a time when energy conservation
is a top environmental priority. The additional maintenance required will be a further burden to our local resources
and an additional cost to us all as taxpayers.

People, including those new to the area, choose Beachcomber for its peace and tranquiliity. Lets work together to
preserve the essential nature of the area and keep it this way.
